Guest Commentary

The future of the Delta depends
on reliable sources of good quality
groundwater and
surface water.
Whether needed
for wurban and
industrial growth,
crops, aquaculture,
sustaining wildlife
or our favorite fish-
ing holes, we must
have water for a healthy environ-
ment. The Delta is unique from a
groundwater perspective in that
the Mississippi River Valley Allu-
vial Aquifer (MRVA) lies beneath
the rich fertile soils of the region,
providing a groundwater supply

source for irrigation and aquacul-
ture. In addition to the groundwa-
ter withdrawn from the MRVA,
surface water is also withdrawn
from Delta streams for irrigation.
I certainly do not have to
remind the readers our Delta is
adjacent to four major flood con-
trol reservoirs, bordered to the
west by the mighty Mississippi
with its tremendous flows, and we
historically see about 53-55 inches
of rainfall each year. In spite of
these facts, the Delta faces contin-
uing declines in the levels of water
in the MRVA because quite sim-
ply more water is being pumped
out than is going back in the
aquifer  through  “recharge.”
Because of the interaction
between Delta streams and the

MRVA and because of the hot
months of June, July and August
we are seeing more incidents of
lowering dry season stream flows
and fish kills from surface water
withdrawals. All the while, we con-
tinue to see an increase in permit
applications for both groundwater
and surface water withdrawals.
What are we doing about it?
There are a number of organiza-
tions in the word “we,” all of whom
bring unique areas and years of
expertise. To address the host of
complex issues, in November,
2011, I invited the following
organizations to serve on the
DEQ-led Mississippi Sustainable
Water Resources Task Force (Task

Force): Yazoo Mississippi Delta Joint
Water Management District, Delta
Council, Delta FA.RM., Mississippi
Farm Bureau, the U.S. Army Corps of
Engineers, the USDA Natural Resources
Conservation Service, and the Mississip-
pi Soil and Water Conservation Com-
mission. The Task Force includes those
entities that are critical to finding solu-
tions to achieve sustainable water sup-
plies for the Delta. Governor Phil Bryant
has expressed strong support for the Task
Force and its mission.

A “task force” is designed to focus on
a clearly defined objective with a sense of
urgency to achieve its desired results. We
have a clearly defined objective — sus-
tainable water supplies in our Delta —

and we all know there is urgency in find-
ing solutions to the challenges we are
facing. In fact, there has never been a
better time or reason to have an organ-
ized, collaborative initiative that the Task
Force was formed to address. The execu-
tive-level Task Force is well-positioned
to address the complex issues evolving
from where policy meets science and
becomes action.

This is a DEQ led Task Force because
we are responsible for managing the
state’s natural resources. The Task Force
is a true team effort — an opportunity
for consensus building at the earliest
stages of the formation of ideas and con-
cepts which will carry forward to ulti-
mate solutions. The participation of the
other organizations is voluntary, but all
have agreed to the importance of the ini-

tiative and the value in our working
together in a collaborative manner. One
of my favorite quotes is of President Tru-
man, “It is amazing what you can accom-
plish if you do not care who gets the
credit.” If we accept that premise here,
we will amaze ourselves in what we can
accomplish.

I will share with you the 6 commit-
ments we made at our first meeting.

1. Seek first to understand, then to be
understood.

2. Weigh all unintended conse-
quences.

3. Do not complicate things unneces-
sarily.

4. Seek more MOJO and less NOJO.

5.Remember we are all in this togeth-
er.

6. Be urgent in our thinking, in our

decision making, in our actions.

Although the challenges are daunting,
opportunities exist for expanded water
savings through conservation measures,
the development of alternative surface
water supplies, and managing our
ground and surface water resources in a
conjunctive manner. As one would
expect; however, plenty of technical, cul-
tural, and especially fiscal issues must be
successfully navigated to achieve the goal
of sustainable water resources for the
Miississippi Delta. The Delta has histor-
ically been a leader in the agricultural
industry in so many ways. That same
sense of leadership is being demonstrat-
ed in this effort as we work together for
sustainable water resources not only for
today but for future generations.

without future regulation,” added King.

Levee Decertification & 2011 Flood: ¢
Big Issues for Delta Council

After requesting for Governor Barbour to estab-
lish a Special Task Force of State, Federal, and busi-
ness leaders following the record flood of 2011, the
transition from the Barbour Administration to the
Bryant Administration has continued to focus
emphasis on two pressing flood protection issues fac-
ing the Mississippi Delta.

Even though the 28-mile Yazoo Backwater levee
held back the flood of record on the Mississippi
River, without under-seepage, crevassing or overtop-
ping, the base flood elevation (BFE) was increased
due to the 2011 flood. The increase in the Base Flood
Elevation (BFE) has caused the levee which extends
from the mainline Mississippi River levee to the
Whittington Auxiliary Channel to be classified as
“decertified”.

Delta Council and the Mississippi Levee Board
asked Governor Phil Bryant to appeal to the Corps of
Engineers for a reprieve from the Levee Decertifica-
tion based on current standards, because it will have a
significant impact on the five counties in the South
Delta essentially from Highway 12 to the Steele
Bayou Gates.

“The Governor pointed out to the Corps of Engi-
neers that the impact of the levees being decertified

will stymie any future development in this 5 county
area, as well as increase flood insurance premiums in
a significant way, penalizing an area of Mississippi
that has already suffered disproportionately due to
frequent and long-duration flood events,” stated the
Delta Council President, Bowen Flowers.

The Base Flood Elevation, as determined by the
Corps of Engineers, is the elevation which is used by
the Federal Emergency Management Agency to
determine the criteria used for flood proofing areas
and placing other restrictive covenants on new con-
struction. According to reports from officials with
the Mississippi Emergency Management Agency,
new FEMA maps which reflect the adjusted, post-
2011 Base Flood Elevation, will be reported as early
as 2014. Since the Yazoo Backwater levee cannot,
according to Corps of Engineers policies, be raised
until Mississippi River levee enlargement occurs, the
five South Delta counties impacted by Yazoo Back-
water levee decertification could be forced to endure
up to 10-15 years of the impacts of higher-risk flood
insurance ratings and restricted construction permit-
ting if the Corps of Engineers, FEMA and MEMA
do not re-examine current policy, Governor Bryant
told them.

Farm Bill Commentary:

The sweeping changes which are
being proposed in U.S. farm policy, com-
bined with as much as a 30% cut in farm
program outlays due to agriculture’s
commitment to deficit reduction, has
created a high degree of uncertainty
among farm policy leaders of Delta
Council. The types of cuts which we are
hearing during our visits to Washington
will be a game-changer if commodity
prices weaken.

Although our traditional friends in
the Congress continue to stress the vital
importance of a reasonable safety net for
U.S. farm programs, the options being
considered at this time cannot support a
stable agricultural economy during times
of low market prices, which is the very
definition of a farm bill.

We applaud the work of our National
commodity organizations who have
attempted to adapt to these challenging
times, and especially the National Cot-
ton Council, who has developed an
innovative shallow-loss insurance pro-
posal. Also, champions of agriculture
such as House Agriculture Committee
Chairman Frank Lucas, Former Senate
Ag Committee Chairman Saxby Cham-
bliss and Senator Thad Cochran are
working tirelessly to make certain that
agriculture income protection features
are maintained at reasonable levels dur-
ing periods when international markets
are upside down, due to export subsidies
and import tariffs imposed by centrally-
planned economies, such as those in Asia

and South America.

Flowers & Satterfield

Delta Council remains firm in its view
that a 95% coverage level in the shallow-
loss insurance program of the National
Cotton Council is the best alternative for
risk management for Delta cotton
acreage. Unfortunately, we are both per-
plexed that we have been unable to arrive
at a definitive policy on what is best for
southern growers of soybeans, wheat and
teed grains. We will continue to evaluate
options before us and keep the Delta
Council farm membership apprised of
these developments as they occur. In rice,
it appears that the preferred option is a
13.98/cwt target price program.

In closing, we continue to be pleased
that farmers are able to get their income
from the marketplace during recent
years, but we are forever mindful of the

tact that market prices are a function of a
global economy. When trade-distortion
and production shifts around the world
change, Mid-South agriculture must
have a U.S. farm policy that confronts
the rising cost of U.S. production head-
on.
