Alternative Strategies for Water Balance

Delta Council supports the full evaluation of all known future alternatives identified for addressing our groundwater overdraft and only seek to embrace a project after all member organizations and agencies on the Task Force have built a consensus for the desired project(s).
Delta Council prefers to will only consider a YMD-proposed project after the Commissioners of YMD have voted to support the project, completion in consultation with the Mississippi Department of Environmental Quality.  Also, Delta Council would prefer that the Water Management District has voted in favor of a funding plan and requested assistance from all member organizations on the Task Force prior to Delta Council taking action related to the YMD plan a specific project proposal.

And, Delta Council officially requests that MDEQ Commissioners from the Delta take the necessary steps to request that DEQ lawyers the Mississippi Department of Environmental Quality and the YMD Water Management District provide Delta Council and other Task Force members their agency’s legal opinion of all Mississippi code sections pertaining to the authority of the State and/or the water management district to: 
· raise Levy millage, 
· Collect fees, 
· Levy assessments, or otherwise 
· Issue bonds,

· Incur debt, 
· And/or retire debt
 for the physical construction, operation, and maintenance for project purposes of any potential future water supply project.  Specifically, Delta Council requests that code sections which warrant explanation by DEQ attorneys the Mississippi Department of Environmental Quality and the YMD Water Management District should be related to water supply project construction, operation and maintenance, and funding issues in State or District law.  be provided to Delta Council. This explanation should include, but not necessarily be limited to Code Sections 51-8-31 through 51-8-47.
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
