Desired Forest Conditions (DFCs)


Delta Council encourages that the management of bottomland hardwood forests be implemented through application of science-driven and proven methods that support attainment of landowner goals and objectives.


Delta Council acknowledges ongoing discussions within the academic and research community over the application of a management strategy commonly referenced as Desired Forest Conditions (DFCs).  As those discussions continue, Delta Council reiterates its desire to advance sound forestry management techniques that balance positive economic outcomes, sound forest health, and wildlife habitat management objectives according to the goals of individual landowners; however, Delta Council views that landowners, forestry consultants and shareholders in private recreational hunting clubs should enlist the professional, independent views of staff at Mississippi State University, and/or the Center for Bottomland Hardwoods Research-USDA, Stoneville as they consider adopting the management strategy outlined in Desired Forest Conditions (DFCs).
