Expanded Four-Lane Highway System

Vision 21

Currently, five roads in the State of Mississippi are authorized and identified for four-lane highway construction priorities as a requirement of the 2002 Mississippi Transportation Act (Vision 21).  These roads are:

· Highway 15 (beginning at I-10 and extending to the Tennessee-Mississippi State line).

·  Highway 25 (beginning at Highway 45 and extending northerly to Iuka).

·  Highway 6 (from Clarksdale to Batesville)

· Highway 6 from Highway 9 to U.S. Highway 45

· Highway 43 (from the Stennis Airport near I-10 to the Hancock/Pearl River County line near Picayune).
Delta Council views that Highway 6 between Clarksdale and Batesville is the missing link for East-West commerce and safety in North Mississippi.  As I-10, U.S. Highway 84, I-20, and U.S. Highway 82 have opened, key business development opportunities and enhanced safety to those areas of Mississippi served by these 4-lane roads, the missing link of Highway 6 in Northwest Mississippi, will bring additional economic opportunity to the Delta Council region.
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
