RESOLUTION

TRANSGENIC AND CONVENTIONAL PLANT VARIETIES

Delta Council is extremely concerned that glyphosate resistance is growing and we are pleased that a mitigation plan has been developed to combat the effects of this problem.  These economic challenges should continue to be sharply focused upon by public/private sector researchers and company officials to determine appropriate action.  Also, Delta Council should concentrate on issues surrounding the introduction of new seed technologies which possess seed traits of dicamba, 2,4-D, Liberty and other cropping systems which carry traits to confront address herbicide resistance.

In summary, Delta Council also requests that all private sector seed and technology companies cooperate and share information with Mississippi State University and USDA in the interest of possessing independent, third-party validation of plant variety qualities, yield, formulation chemistry and other characteristics.  Further, aggressive steps should be developed in order to avoid off-target movement of these emerging technologies.  Registrants, the Mississippi Department of Agriculture and Commerce, Mississippi State University-Division of Agriculture, certified applicators, and all non-government groups that represent farmers must be engaged in any such effort to minimize the incidence of non-target drift.
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
